A RESOLUTION to provide for a joint committee of the House of Representatives
and the Senate to count and compare the vote in the November 2006 general election
for Governor.

HUNDRED FIFTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, THE
SENATE CONCURRING, that during the joint convention in the chamber of the House
of Representatives on Wednesday, January 10, 2007, the vote in the November 2006
general election for Governor of the State of Tennessee shall be counted and compared.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the speakers of the respective houses are
authorized and directed to appoint a joint committee consisting of three (3) members of
the House of Representatives and three (3) members of the Senate to count and
compare the vote in the November 2006 general election for Governor of the State of
Tennessee and make their report of the results to the joint convention.
