A RESOLUTION to confirm the appointment of Charles H. Farmer to the 
Tennessee ethics commission. 

WHEREAS, Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 3-6-103, provides for the 
creation of the Tennessee ethics commission; and 

WHEREAS, such law further provides that the Governor shall appoint two (2) 
members to that commission; and 

WHEREAS, Governor Phil Bredesen has appointed Mr. Charles H. Farmer of 
Jackson, Tennessee, to serve as a member of the Democratic Party on the Tennessee 
ethics commission; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Farmer is a respected resident of Jackson and is a member of 
the law firm of Spragins, Barnett and Cobb, PLC; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Farmer obtained a Doctor of Jurisprudence from the Nashville 
School of Law and a Bachelor of Science from Bethel College; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Farmer has served the people of Jackson and Madison County 
with great distinction as County Attorney of Madison and as Mayor of the City of 
Jackson; and 

WHEREAS, Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 3-6-103, provides that all 
members appointed to the Tennessee ethics commission by the Governor shall be 
subject to confirmation by the Senate and House of Representatives; now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE OF HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE ONE 
HUNDRED SIXTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, THE 
SENATE CONCURRING, that we hereby confirm the appointment of Mr. Charles H. 
Farmer, of Jackson, Tennessee, to a four-year term on the Tennessee ethics 
commission, such term to expire on December 31, 2012.
