AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 39, Chapter 13, Part 5, relative to

forfeiture of certain property.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 39-13-530(a), is amended by

deleting the subsection in its entirety and by substituting the following:

(a)

(1) Any conveyance or real or personal property used in the commission
of an offense under this part, is subject to judicial forfeiture under the provisions
of title 39, chapter 11, part 7; provided, however, that the offense is committed
against a person under eighteen (18) years of age and was committed on or after

July 1, 2006.

(2) Any conveyance or personal property used in the commission of a
violation of § 40-39-211 committed on or after July 1, 2012, by a sexual offender
or violent sex offender, as defined in § 40-39-202, whose victim was a minor, is,
upon conviction, subject to judicial forfeiture as provided in title 39, chapter 11,

part 7.

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 39-13-530(b) is amended by deleting

the language:

"Notwithstanding the provisions of § 40-33-211".

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect on July 1, 2012, the public welfare requiring it and

shall apply to any applicable offense committed on or after such date.
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
