INTRODUCTION 

 

     The Mount Olivet Cemetery Records, 1848-1978, were donated by Patricia Redelsheimer 

Moore, of Charlotte, North Carolina. The collection was compiled by Florence M. 

Redelsheimer (1911-1989), the donor’s mother, who was at one time a public relations 

administrator for Mount Olivet Cemetery.   

     The collection came to the State Library and Archives in three separate groups.  The first 

consisted of eight volumes that were loaned for microfilming in 1978, and can be found on 

film as Mf. 576.  The second group was a 1989 donation of the eight volumes previously 

filmed as well as the cemetery records in Boxes 1 through 7 and the oversized materials in 

Mss. Drawer No. 5.  These materials (except for the eight volumes filmed as Mf. 576) were 

then microfilmed as Mf. 1102.  The final group was a donation consisting of the materials 

found in Boxes 8-9; these have not been microfilmed. 

     There are no restrictions on the use on the collection, and single photocopies of materials 

within the collection may be made for individual or scholarly research. 

 

 



SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE 

 

     The Mount Olivet Cemetery Records, 1848-1978, consist of accounts, correspondence, 

memoranda, legal documents, maps, photographs, newspaper clippings, land records, 

cemetery records, oversized materials, and eight volumes that include an account book of  

B.F. Woodward, ca. 1840-1857; three interment books, 1855-1906; a stockholders’ book, 

1855-1864 (later returned to the cemetery); a lot ownership record book; a dividend book, 

1884-1914; and Mrs. Florence Redelsheimer’s scrapbook about the cemetery and the 

Confederate Circle within it.   

     The bulk of the collection concentrates on Mount Olivet Cemetery and the Confederate 

Circle soldiers who are interred there.  However, there are some personal papers of Mrs. 

Redelsheimer contained in Boxes 8-9. 

     Photographs include snapshots of Reverend Mrs. Florence M. Redelsheimer and other 

prominent AMVETS members.  Mrs. Redelsheimer served as National Vice-Commander-at-

Large of the Veterans of World War II (AMVETS), and was also the  public relations 

administrator at the Mount Olivet Cemetery.  Also found among the photographs are several 

pictures of Mount Olivet Cemetery.
