SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE 
 
 
     The Bowen Ingram Papers, containing approximately 2000 items, span the period 1856-1978, 
although the bulk is largely concentrated in the years 192l-1977.  The collection is composed of 
account books, accounts, associations, institutions, etc., authors (Tennessee), Castle Heights 
Military Academy documents, certificates, church records, clippings, correspondence, diaries, 
memoirs, etc., genealogical data, land records, legal records, obituaries, photographs, drawings, 
etc., programs, school records, slavery (bill of sale), Virginia Military Academy items, writings 
and several miscellaneous items. 
     The collection is centered around Mildred Rebecca Bowen Prewett Ingram (1904-1980) and 
her husband Col. Daniel Taylor Ingram (1898-1969), of Lebanon, Tennessee.  Mrs. Ingram 
added "Bowen" to her legal name while engaged in a literary career that spawned several 
decades.  Part of the collection is focused around her three novels: If Passion Flies (1945), Light 
as the Morning (1954) and Milbry (1972).  Original manuscripts, publicity and reviews, and 
publisher correspondence for these literary works are arranged under "Authors, American." 
     Daniel Ingram, a graduate of Virginia Military Academy (VMI), had a long and distinguished 
career at Castle Heights Military Academy (CHMA).  Col. Ingram came to CHMA as an 
instructor in 1921, became commandment in 1928 and was promoted to the post of 
superintendent in 1963 and held that position until his retirement in 1965.  His portion of the 
collection is arranged under the heading of the two military schools cited above.  
Correspondence comprises a substantial part of the Col. Ingram's  papers.  Letters were received 
from former CHMA students serving in World War Two; from parents requesting leave for their 
sons; from prospective students; from parents whose sons had been expelled; and several letters 
concerning Col. Ingram's retirement.  In addition, there are letters from such prominent 
correspondents as Governor Frank G. Clement (1920-1969) and Senator Estes Kefauver (1903-
1963). 
     Castle Heights Military Academy was established in 1902.  For a time CHMA functioned as a 
co-educational school, becoming a military academy in 1917.  The Academy was purchased by 
the Bernarr McFadden Foundation, Inc. in 1928.  It remained a unit of the Foundation until its 
closing in 1985.  Among the items in the collection pertaining to CHMA are an alumni 
association 
directory, application forms for admissions, Bernarr McFadden Foundation, Inc. correspondence, 
cadet regulations, catalogs/yearbooks, clippings, commencement exercise programs, faculty and 
staff lists for 1960-1964, issues of the campus newspaper, the Cavalier, a history, photographs, 
programs of school activities, rosters, etc. 
     There is an extensive number of newspaper clippings on the Bowen and Daniel Ingram family 
and related families.  Among the more interesting clippings are articles on Confederate veteran 
reunions.  Mrs. Ingram's grandfather, John Gold (1841-1939) was a former Confederate soldier 
who was imprisoned on Johnson Island during the latter part of the Civil War. 
     General correspondence represents a large part of the collection.  It is generally family in 
nature as well as relating to the various books written by Bowen Ingram. 
     Among the diaries, memoirs, etc. in the Ingram Papers are the Civil War recollections of John 
Gold.  However, these memoirs are limited to his army service before his internment as a 
prisoner-of-war. 
  



     Genealogical data is available on the Amis, Aust, Bowen, Brodnax, Gold, Gordon, Gwaltney, 
Ingram, Mizelle and Prewett families.  There are many photographs in the collection.  Most of 
the photographs are of the various family members.  One outside of the family circle is that of 
General Gerhardt von Runstedt, an important German officer captured at the end of the Second 
World War.   
     Among the programs is the inauguration for Governor Frank G. Clement on January 15, 1963. 
     Virginia Military Institute items include clippings, an alumni directory, photographs, printed 
materials, programs, registers of former cadets, and yearbooks. 
     Included in the Second World War documents is the "Narrative Report of Service Command 
Unit 4475 Middle Tennessee Maneuvers, 1942-1944."  Mrs. Ingram was a government employee 
of the Fourth Service Command Rents and Claims Board and was responsible for "filling out" 
the outline on this army report. 
     Besides having published three books, Bowen Ingram wrote numerous short stories several of 
which were accepted by such magazines as Seventeen, The New Yorker and Town and Country.  
Copies of her writings are in the collection as well as articles  by her sister, Virginia Prewett 
(1908-1988). 
      The following printed materials in the Bowen Ingram Papers were transferred 
to the Tennessee State Library:  Arthur, T. S., Ten Nights in a Bar-room; "The Boston Cooking 
School Magazine."  October-December 1912; A Dog of Flanders (Little Blue Book No. 391); 
Edison's Handy Encyclopedia of General Information and Universal Atlas; Geraldy, Paul, You 
and Me; Official Guide to Tennessee Centennial and City of Nashville; Song and Service Book 
for Ship and Field. 
     The Bowen Ingram Papers is a valuable manuscript collection on one of middle Tennessee's 
recent authors.  In addition, the collection supplies needed information on one of the state's 
oldest military academies.
