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INTRODUCTION

This finding aid focuses on the Ancestors of Bessie Ethel Page Travis (1899-1988)
Genealogical Materials, Revised, 1850-1995, by her daughter Margaret Mitchell Travis
Gray (1923- ) of Louisville, Kentucky, between 1987-1995.

The materials in this finding aid measure one linear foot. There are no restrictions on
the material. Single photocopies of unpublished writings in the Ancestors of Bessie Ethel
Page Travis Genealogical Materials may be made for individual or scholarly research.

SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE

The Ancestors of Bessie Ethel Page Travis Genealogical Materials, Revised, compiled
by her daughter Margaret Mitchell Travis Gray, containing approximately 1000 items
span the period 1850-1995. The collection is composed of copies of accounts, an
autograph album, cemetery records, census records, certificates (marriage), church
records, clippings, correspondence, deeds, estate papers, genealogical data (family group
sheets, etc.), land records, maps, notes, obituaries, photographs, promissory notes,
receipts, school records, veteran records, writings, and several miscellaneous items.

The genealogical materials relate to the Page and allied families of Humphreys
County, Tennessee

collection.
